The first three months of 2010 have been exciting  for Hope House. For the first time since 

moving into our 42-unit facility, we have experienced full capacityñand a waiting list.  Of 

course, our population of women fluctuates, with residents achieving their goals and moving 

on with their lives.    

 

All of this has kept all of us at Hope House very busy. Another item of note is that Hope 

House has recently undergone its periodic review by the Council on Accreditation (COA), one 

agency which provides accreditation for organizations such as Hope House, Inc.  In granting 

reaccreditation, the COA evaluator spoke very highly of our program stating: òrespect reso-

nates throughout this facility both with the staff and with the residents.ó òWe can see there 

is a commitment to honesty and respect.ó  So, we want to toot our own horn a little more. 

What a wonderful testament to the hard working, dedicated staff of Hope House .   

 

We face challenges daily here at Hope House.  We help our residents deal with their mental 

health issues. We unite broken families.  We strive to return our residents back to the com-

munity as fully participating citizens.  Like everyone else we feel the pressures of this econ-

omy, but thanks to our generous supporters we can continue to provide these needed ser-

vices.

Letter From the Executive Director 
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One Familyõs Perspective 
 

Alice (name changed) did not know where to turn.  Her grown daughter was addicted to drugs, in trou-

ble with the law and incapable of caring for her son.  Alice got on the internet and found Hope House, 

Inc. 

òI was looking for a long-term place,ó says Alice.  At first she thought this would mean that her daugh-

ter would be locked up and she would not be able to see her.  What she found however, was that af-

ter a short period of time she was welcomed at Hope House.  òThe counselors talked to me as well as 

my daughter.  I had many one-on-ones with the counselors there.  They are wonderful.ó 

Alice says the sessions helped her understand what her daughter would do at Hope House and what 

she could expect in the months to come.  And she said that the Family Dynamics weekends helped 

heal the family relationships.  òI couldnõt trust her. Everything was lies,ó she says.  òNow thereõs the 

beginning of trust.ó 

Aliceõs daughter is now out working, still living at Hope House, and is repairing the damage done by 

her substance abuse.  òI see a lot of difference, a lot of improvement,ó says Alice.  òI canõt say enough 

good about Hope House.ó 

Hope House, Inc. is committed to the privacy of its residents.  The name in this story, as in any story regarding a Hope House 

resident, has been changed to preserve her privacy. 

Reaping Hope Thanks to New Grant  
The women of Hope House, Inc. this year will have a first-rate organic garden thanks to a grant from 

Women in Philanthropy.  The garden will feature raised beds to overcome the hard soil at this location. A 

composter and an irrigation system that uses reclaimed water will aid in the maintenance of the garden. 

The residents will learn to tend the garden and will receive nutritional informa-

tion  about the vegetables that they grow.  The Therapeutic Child Care children 

will also participate with a special garden of their own.   

 

Plans include companion planting  to maximize garden space and limit insects 

and blights.  Care will be taken to rotate crops and plant at specified times, 

according to each cropõs needs.  Assistance from the County Extension Office 

will  provide expertise and information. 

 

The residents will contribute to the compost used by saving their kitchen 

scraps and tending the composter.  The initial soil, compost and mulch will be 

purchased locally.  The goal is for the garden to be self-sustaining so that for 

years to come the women of Hope House may have the satisfaction of reaping 

the wholesome vegetables they have sown.   

 

Reaping Hope, the title given to the grant, will provide food for the Hope House Community as well as 

opportunities  for families to have physical activity and work together. Just watch us grow! 
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The work we do at Hope House simply could not be done without the help of 

so many wonderful people in the CSRA. One example of this is Caring Can-

dles, a mission of Wesley United Methodist Church, http://

www.wesleyumc.net/MissionManagers/Candles/candles.htm    

 

This group has visited our Therapeutic Child Care 

center each month since February, 2009, to give 

birthday parties for our children.
